This exhibition features nature and creatures from five areas of Okayama
Prefecture, and includes animals, plants and insects characteristic of each
area.

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Take academic pleasure in the charms of over 9,200 real insect
specimens collected from all over the world, including 4,000 species from
Okayama Prefecture covering the majority of insects that can be seen in
the prefecture.

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This exhibition uses around 1,000 familiar plants to introduce their
appearance and classifications. The exhibition "Room from a typical 1950's
Japanese house" is that you can see and touch daily items and toys made
from plants.
